 If you are anyplace but the Phase 1 area without permission of your overseer you 

will be terminated immediately. 
 No knives, shivs, or weapons of any kind. 
 Your overseer immediately upon your arrival will search all personal belongings. 
 All mail will be opened and read by your overseer upon arrival. 
 Your overseer will check all outgoing mail. 
 NO TOBACCO PRODUCTS OF ANY KIND!!! 
 NO PHYSICAL VIOLENCE OF ANY KIND!!!  THIS WILL RESULT IN IMMEDIATE 

TERMINATION!!! 
 No male-female relationships. 
 No personal vehicles. 
 No jailhouse or street mentality. 
 No phone calls for the first 90 days.  After 90 days none without the permission of 

the Director. 
 No secular music. 
 No visits for 90 days. 
 No books besides the Bible for 90 days. 
 No perishable food in the residence. 
 No bare feet outside of residence. 
 Absolutely no horseplay. 
 Absolutely no talking after lights out. 
 No panhandling. 
 No coffee between 7:30 AM and 5:00 PM. 
 No coffee or hot water after 8:00 PM. 
 Refer anyone who wants information about the Discipleship School to the Director. 
 Keep personal area neat at all times. 
 All beds made and personal property up by 6:00 AM. 
 Showers during non-working hours only. 
 All outside excursions will be done in groups of two (2) or more. 
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House Rules Phase 1 & 2 (Cont.) 
 
 
 

 When on outside excursions, no detours for personal business. 
 Comply with all work and church service schedules as posted. 
 No phones, beepers or communication devices. 
 No PDA’s, computers, boom boxes or radios.

The following are the rules of this school that are to be followed to ensure harmony in 
our house.  This is an outline for behavior that is deemed acceptable to B.A.D.D. 

As long as you are in the discipleship school, 
these rules will apply to you regardless of where you are.  The pastoral leadership 
reserves the right to change these rules at any time without prior notice. 
 
Personal Conduct 
 

 The ‘buddy system’ (never going anywhere by yourself) will be in effect throughout 
your entire stay. 

 Jailhouse and street attitudes and mentalities will not be tolerated. 
 Nicknames or aliases will not be used, only your given birth name is acceptable. 
 Physical violence of any kind will result in immediate termination from the school 
 Absolutely no horseplay. 
 Showers will be taken daily during non-working hours only (Will be assigned). 
 Laundry will be done one weekly during designated laundry times.  Residents must 

stay in the laundry area while doing their laundry. 
 Refer anyone seeking information about the school to the Director, or B.A.D.D. 

Organization, Inc. Information Office. 
 
General Restrictions 
 

 No cell phones, beepers, PDA’s and computers etc. 
 No tobacco products of any kind. 
 No personal vehicles. 
 No coffee, or tea, or any other caffeine product between 7:30 AM and 5:00 PM, and 

no such products or how water after 8:00 PM. 
 No phone calls without the permission of the Director. 
 No TV’s, video games, boom boxes, or secular music. 
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House Rules Phase 3 (Cont.) 
 

 
 ‘Walkman’-style radios, CD players, or tape players will only be allowed in rooms 

and are not to be listened to during study periods, or worn or listened to outside of 
your sleeping quarters, ever. 

 No radios, CD players, or tape players, etc. will be listened to after lights out. 
 Comply with all work and church service schedules as posted. 

 
Co-ed Regulations 
 

 Male-female relationships are not allowed.  Violation of this regulation will result in 
the immediate termination of all involved parties. 

 No conversation between males and females beyond ‘hello’ and/or ‘good-bye.’ 
 Separation between males and females will be maintained at all times. 

 
Living Spaces 
 

 All discipleship living areas are designated as ‘quiet zones,’ 24/7, including loud 
talking, music, etc. 

 Keep personal living areas neat at all times. 
 You will never use more than one-half (1/2) of the storage (closet and/or drawer) 

space in your room. 
 All shoes, dirty clothes, etc. will be in your closet, taking up no more than one-half 

(1/2) of it. 
 There will not be any clutter (paper, books, or other stuff) on the dressers or desks.  

All ‘foo-foo’ (i.e. hair care, body care products, personal study materials, hygiene 
products of any kind) will be in your drawers and dresser and desktops will be clear. 

 All beds made, personal property up, and all residents out of their buildings by 6:00 
AM. 

 No one is to be in the building during working hours. 
 No one may be on any other floor other than the one they live on unless directed so 

by the Director of an overseer in accordance with job tasks to be accomplished. 
 No one may be in any room except for their own personal room and the common 

living areas for any reason. 
 No perishable food in the residence. 
 No bare feet outside residence. 
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House Rules Phase 3 (Cont.) 
 
 

 No talking, listening to radios, etc. after lights out, period. 
 
Study and Devotional Periods 
 

 Morning personal devotion time is from 6:00 AM to 6:45 AM, and it is to be devoted 
to prayer and meditation on God’s word.  This is a time for you to spend quietly with 
the Lord, not a time for you to congregate and fraternize with others. 

 Evening quiet time is from 8:00 PM to 10:00 PM, and it is to be devoted to the study 
of the Bible, memorization of scriptures, and prayer.   

 After 10:00 PM, if you so choose, you may study in the living room area without any 
noise disturbing others.  This is not authorization to talk with others about the word 
of God.  It is a time for you to be with the Lord in peace.  If you wish to study after 
lights out, it is mandatory that you go to the living room area.  You may listen to 
worship music with headphones at this time at a level that is not disturbing others.   

 All residents will be in bed and all lights will be out at 12:00 AM. 
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
